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Building a Spacecraft

Before you can journey to the planet and complete your tasks you must build and launch a spacecraft.

A) Cut the bendy part of the straw off.
B) Thread the straight part of the straw onto a long piece of wool.

C) Tie the wool to two chairs, stretching it across them.

D) Blow up a balloon (not too big).

E) Do not tie the balloon! Hold it closed with a clothespeg.

F) Use sticky tape to stick the balloon to the underside of the straw.

G) Take the peg off the balloon to fire the rocket.
